           to license premises and lands

Chief was contacted by Jan Tuesday morning prompted by discussion at the Village Board.  Shelton’s applied for liquor license which included all lands, not just bar establishment.  When the license states all lands, alcohol can be served anywhere on the licensed premises.  All State laws regarding licensed premises must also be followed.  Fencing is only addressed in current ordinance regarding a temporary license.  The board would like the committee to come up with recommendations for criteria that would be required if the license application stated all lands.  

The areas that may want to be looked at are parking lot restrictions.  Possibly requiring some fencing.  Can people drink in/on their vehicles in the parking lot.  Look at legal descriptions, possibly get a survey.  Also look at noise issues.  Are the license holders owners of the property or renting the property.  Possibly limit square footage.  All licenses are coming due at the end of June.  Shelton’s want the grassy area include but not necessarily the parking lot.  
People would not be allowed to walk on the sidewalk or street with any alcohol.  Its possible that all taverns will change their license application to include all lands.  

Motion Green, second Buckland to move to next meeting.  They would like some recommendations from the chief, as well as other concerns and get them to the committee one week before the meeting.  Motion carried.
