                Laufenberg Certified Survey Map – Motion, Bautch, second, Yochum, to approve Laufenberg CSM and Declarations.  Village Attorney has been in the loop with this process.  Schunk concerned with paragraph 11 and the time limit and does it every run out.  Yochum doesn’t understand some of Lowenberg’s comments.  Bottom line he wants no water problems on his lots.  Gray said lot 3 was not addressed in declaration because at current time there are no changes being made to that particular lot.  If and when there are, then stormwater would be addressed specific to whatever project.  Part of the water on that lot 3 already will be addressed thru swales to lots 1 and 2.  Balance may be handled by a no discharge design.  Lowenberg gets washout in the middle of his yard – not on property lines.  Wants verbage to drain on property lines as guidance for future boards.  25 year renewal is standard language.   Andreoni asked who will enforce this?    Bautch feels now is the time to address lot 3 in the declaration with all runoff having to follow lot lines.  Motion withdrawn.  Motion, Schunk, second, Andreoni, to approve Laufenberg CSM and Declarations once referred to staff for additional language for lot 3 addressing drainage concerns and bring back to the board.  Motion withdrawn.  Note that these are rezoned R-1 Single Family in declaration.

Motion, Schunk, second, Yochum, to approve Declaration and CSM for Laufenberg contingent upon changes to language in lot 3 regard drainage concerns and that all three lots are rezoned to single family residential.  Carried.
